Safe Meeting Guidance

Å Strategize and find ways to decrease congregating or bottlenecks when entering or exiting. 
Å Consider conducting temperature checks and asking people to go through each symptom before 

entering the room.   
Å Social distancing and spacing of participants/attendees is critical. People need to be able to sit at 

least six feet apart if not more. 
Å Exposure is considered less than 6 feet apart for 15 or more minutes so if any attendees were 

to not have symptoms but shedding the virus, this would put in place as many of the 
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Å Wear a mask 
Å Frequent opportunities to wash or sanitize hands.
Å Increase room ventilation
Å No communal snacks or drinks, could put items like bottled water with handouts at their seat.
Å One person hands out any items (papers, pens, etc.) or already have them on the table at seats 

before they arrive.
Å Pre-message your expectations and not to attend if experiencing any symptoms.
Å Pre and post room sanitizing and disinfecting practices.
